Instruction Manual



Product Overview
The LFP-1 Low Frequency Protection Circuit reduces low frequency signals
that interfere with autoformer impedance-matching devices. The LFP-1
allows high-power operation without amplifier shutdown, when used with
autoformer selectors or volume controls. The LFP-1 is connected between
the amplifier or receiver and the autoformer impedance-matching selector
or volume controls.

Connection Instructions
Using a four conductor 16 AWG to 12 AWG wire, connect the left and
right audio outputs of the amplifier or receiver to the detachable input
connector of the LFP-1. Connect the detachable output connector of the
LFP-1 to the input of the impedance-matching system as seen in Figure 1.
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Mounting
Mount the LFP-1 using the two mounting brackets. Be sure that the bottom
of the circuit does not rest against the mounting surface. See Figure 2.

unit must be returned to Russound at the owner’s expense and with
prior written permission.

Russound
assumes no responsibility for defects resulting from abuse or servicing
performed by an agency or person not specifically authorized in
writing by Russound. Damage to or destruction of components due
to improper use voids the warranty. In these cases the repair will be
made at the owner’s expense. To return for repairs, the unit must be
shipped to Russound at the owner’s expense, along with a note
explaining the nature of the service required. Be sure to pack in a
corrugated container with at least 3 inches of resilient material to
protect the unit from damage in transit.
